I have got 16 reception children, 8 boys and 8 girls.  
The boys have taken a real interest in Red the Robot, I have used it during phonic sessions and then left the robot out for the children to use during child initiated play.  This has made a massive impact on the boys’ progress.  
6 out of the 8 boys were on phase 2 and 2 of the boys were on phase 1 when they started in September.  The 2 boys who were on phase 1 are now on phase 3 due to them playing with the robot - they love it and it has especially helped their writing due to them being able to both hear and see the segmentation and blending of words with the robot.  
The girls have really enjoyed the stories and they quite often write their own stories and read them to the robot, so it has obviously made an impression on them.

All my reception children are now working within phase 3 and 4 and Red the Robot has definitely helped with the progress due to it being something different and interactive.
